A warning to all you Rev Heads, the 
pictures below show what can happen 
if you attempt to get over 1000 H.P.  
from your car. The cause of this fail-
ure was the front differential housing 
on the Supaloc Lambo cracking under 

the strain and allowing the crown 
wheel and pinion to move out of align-
ment. Design work is underway to 
manufacture a new considerably 
stronger housing, meanwhile the 
boost pressure has been reduced 
from 14 p.s.i. to 7 p.s.i. limiting output 
to around 700 H.P.
